	Fire and emergency situations
	Not being aware of fire escape routes or what to do in an emergency
	· Minors must be supervised and remain in sight at all times.

· Parents/guardians familiar with local emergency procedures and responsible for the minor during emergency situations.

	Unfamiliarity of environment
	Not being aware of welfare facilities, out of bounds / restricted access areas
	· Minors must be supervised and remain in sight at all times especially when using stairs, escalators or lifts.

· Minors must be escorted to toilets.

· Any restricted access areas to be identified and restricted by access card where possible.

	Access/egress
	Risk of injury accessing and exiting the building – revolving doors, security turnstiles
	· Where possible, minors should use swing doors rather than revolving doors.

· Young children should be carried through security barriers.

	Working hours
	Fatigue or tiredness
	· No minors are allowed to undertake any work activities.

	General office equipment e.g. Printers, shredders, guillotines etc.
	Bruises or cuts to fingers, electric shock, burns, clothes getting caught
	· No minors are allowed to use any equipment.

	Workshop-type equipment found in lab/R&D areas such as powered tools
	Bruises or cuts to fingers, electric shock, burns, clothes getting caught
	· Access to space containing this type of equipment is not permitted while the equipment is being used.

· No minors are allowed to use any equipment.

	Excessive levels of noise
	Risk of permanent or temporary damage to hearing
	· No minor is to enter a work area when activities that generate excessive levels of noise are being undertaken i.e. use of power tools in lab/R&D areas.

	Lifting or carrying (manual handling) 
	Upper limb pain, back injury, dropping loads on feet
	· No manual handling (lifting) is to be undertaken by minors.

	Workstation/computer usage
	Upper limb pain, back pain, general discomfort, eye fatigue
	· Other than for demonstration or interactive events, minors are not to use computers related to any work task.

	Hot drinks, toasters, microwaves etc.
	Burns or scalding
	· Minors to be supervised at all times.

· Hot drinks are not allowed to be prepared by minors.  Access to hot drinks supervised.

· Minors are not permitted to use equipment in the kitchenettes.
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
